Baking & Cake Decorating

decorating techniques. We'll play food related games to
explore and feel comfortable in a commercial kitchen.

Building Trades

Develop a basic understanding of diverse trades relevant to
contracting, including basic electrical circuits, carpentry,
and plumbing. Students will have the opportunity to use
power tools to complete projects. Prerequisite: Students
must be at least 14 years old.

Collision Repair

Students will learn about the latest automobile body repair
techniques while working with aluminum and plastic.
Students will also learn about refinishing and painting
products and how to apply them. Learn the proper way to
take care of and detail the interior and exterior of a vehicle.

Cosmetology
