All Central Bucks elementary students will be instructed using resources from the 2020 edition of the Math in Focus® program.  Math in Focus® is based on the curriculum in Singapore which emphasizes problem solving and positive attitudes toward mathematics, while focusing on student development of skills, concepts, process, and math thinking.  Your child will develop conceptual understanding using the CPA (concrete-pictorial -abstract) approach.  He/she will also develop problem solving skills through exposure to numerous embedded problem-solving situations.  We are excited to use these resources to meet the needs of all our learners and positively impact their mathematical habits.

The Social Studies Alive series presents the regions of the United States through the lens of the four social sciences—economics, geography, political science, and history. The Science Companion program encourages children to observe, question, measure and discuss the world around them. Topics include matter, electricity, and the water cycle.
