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Dear Holicong Seventh Grader,

It is time! We know you are looking to your official first day as a Holicong student next Tuesday and we are
thrilled to have you join our family! We have had an opportunity to meet many of you over the last few weeks
and going back to our 6™ grade orientation in the spring and impressed by your enthusiasm and eagerness to start
the year.

We have shared many resources to get you started and we PROMISE you (and your parents) that we will take
very good care of you on your 1% day as soon as you step out of the bus or out of the car! This will include our
opening welcome assembly, times to review your schedules and how to navigate the school, finding your bus, and
yes, still more time to practice lockers. Please see the information below for what your first day will look like and
the back of this welcome letter as it includes important information for 7" graders.

1t Day Schedule — Tuesday, September 3 — A few pieces of information to start!

e Start of day — You will report directly to the auditorium to start the day where we will have our
welcome assembly. We will have our student ambassadors and staff to help direct you and this is where
you will meet your teachers and team for the first time.

o Auditorium (7" grade home base) — As noted on the bell schedule, the auditorium will also be
“holding area” for 7" grade, so if you arrive before 7:20 any morning that is your “go to spot”.

o “A Day” — Tuesday is an A day on your schedule for your specials classes and resource. We will review
this with you and don’t worry — your teachers are going to escort you directly from the auditorium.

e New Schedule — We have printed all new schedules for you on the first day. Many students like to keep
these in the front of their binders so they don’t lose it.

Canelli. This will help you become more comfortable with what your day will look like.
