RISING 8™ GRADE FAQ

»What electives will my student take in 8" grade?

= Students will complete the “wheel” of electives by taking electives
they did not take in 7™ Grade

= Music students will continue with their performing class and take
PE/Health, Integrated Technology II, and the two electives they DID
NOT take in 7™ grade (Art, Pr1nc1p1es of Engineering, or Family
Consumer Science)

= Non-performing music students will take PE/Health, Art, Principles of
Engineering, Family Consumer Science, Integrated Technology and
Exploratory Music

When does my student take a World Language?

= Students choose a world language to study in 8" grade unless it is
determined they will benefit from Reading

= French and Spanish are equitable in difficulty
= French 1 is only offered in 8" grade

RISING 8™ GRADE FAQ

=Does my student have to continue with a music

performing group if they started in 7™ grade?

= No, this is not required and students have the opportunity to change
their electives during the program planning process. However,
students are scheduled to continue with the performing music unless
guidance is notified otherwise.

= It is a decision that you as a family have to make if your child
expresses an interest in no longer performing

»Can I choose what electives my child takes in 8t
grade?

= No, as mentioned in the previous slide every student is scheduled to
take the full spectrum of electives offered in the middle school
curriculum. Students have opportunities to choose electives in 9t
grade

RISING 8™ GRADE FAQ

"] see my student was recommended for Advanced

Socilal Studies/Science what does that look like?

= Students going into 8" grade can be recommended for Advanced
Science and/or Social Studies. Most of our students will take one or
the other as both classes have large projects tied to them (Science Fair
and National History Day) These year long projects end up
completing around the same time so it can be very stressful trying to
complete both

» Are Advanced courses a different curriculum than
Academic?

= No. Advanced courses include the projects discussed above and have
higher expectations for writing standards and analysis

RISING 8™ GRADE FAQ

»Does my student need to take Advanced in 8™ grade

to take 9" grade Honors courses?

= No, advanced courses in 8" grade are not pre-requisites for taking 9t
grade advanced courses

When does PEN f{it into my 8" grader’s schedule?

= PEN 8 is completed in the Art curriculum for 8™ grade. PEN students
are enrolled in a special section of Art that is designed around PEN
enrichment

RISING 9* GRADE FAQ

 How many credits does my student need?

= Students will earn 6.75 credits in their 9" grade year. For a standard
diploma students need 27.25 credits to graduate

= Students earn .50 credits of their 1 credit Physical Education
requirement in 9% grade

Do 9t Grade classes appear on high school
transcripts?

= Yes, 9" grade is the first year of high school even though it is housed in
the middle school building, and the 9" grade classes are designed
with a high school level of rigor. These classes do appear on the
transcript for Central Bucks East

=Wi1ll my student still play sports for Holicong?

= It depends. All 9th grade students are eligible to try out for sports at CB East. However,
Holicong does offer the following 9th grade sports:

Fall: Boys & Girls Soccer Winter: Boys & Girls Basketball Spring: Baseball & Softball

RISING 9™ GRADE FAQ

= What electives can my student take in 9" grade?

= Non performing music students will take .50 credits of PE/Health. In addition, they
will have their choice of 4 electives in the following areas: Art, Technology &
Engineering Education, FCS, and Integrated Tech

= Performing Music students will take .50 credits of their performing music class, .50
credits of PE/Health and 2 electives in the following areas: Art, Technology &
Engineering Education, FCS, and Integrated Tech

= Are there any new specials or curriculum offerings for 2019-
20207
= Guitar
= Integrated Technology — includes coding

= Are Honors classes “weighted” in 9% grade?

= Yes. 9™ grade classes are weighted. The curriculum is different between
academic and honors to justify the weighting of the 9 grade course. Even
though the 9™ grade courses are weighted, in speaking with the high school
counselors, they report admissions oifices strip away “weighted” GPAs to
make everyone equal. Colleges are more interested in seeing students that
take the most challenging curriculum available to them that they can

succeed in. O

= 9th Grade Honors Book list (students required to choose one to read)

= More use of primary source documents

= More analysis, synthesis, interpretation, conceptual thinking and less memorization

= Students need to realize there is a higher expectation for deeper academic conversations with Socratic Circles,
debates, using more outside research with evidence

= Different writing assessments- DBQ, pulling together to synthesize

HONORS SCIENCE

= Each unit of study will include:
= Greater depth of content.

= Different learning experiences.
= Different (open inquiry) approach to laboratory investigations.
= Challenging reading assignments from scientific journals.

= The course will include:
= A nonfiction companion text.

= Various research components.
= Different unit assessments and core performance assessments.
