Risk Factors

o Research has defined a set of risk factors for youth problem behaviors.

o The lower the risk factors prevalent in a child’s life , the lower the probably they will engage in
at-risk and problem behavior.

o The risk factors include:
o Availability of Drugs
o Lack of Commitment to School
° Transition and Mobility
° Family Management Problems
o Rebelliousness
o Academic failure beginning in late elementary school

Protective Factors

o Protective factors exert a positive influence and buffer against the negative influence of
risk, reducing the likelihood that youth will engage in at-risk and problem behavior.

o Protective favors identified though research include:

o Prosocial Involvement

ANXIETY:
Often starts with somatic complaints

» Collaboration with Guidance Counselors, School
Psychologist and Administration

» Assist in developing a realistic support system for
the student

» ldentification of stressors
» Teaching coping strategies

» Offer suggestions and support to teachers, staff,
and parents / families




Cycle of Anxiety




CONCUSSIONS:

» New this winter: 7th and 8t grade contact
sports will have baseline IMPACT testing.

» 9th grade sports has been performed with
High School Sports teams for last few years.

» We WILL NOT re-administer the IMPACT test
after a diagnosed concussion but can
provide the original results to your
physician, if requested.

» IMPACT tests are a tool, not a diagnosis.







Signs & Symptoms of a Concussion

» Appears confused » Difficulty concentrating
» Answers questions » Feeling sluggish, hazy,

slowly foggy, or groggy
» Can’t recall the event  » Sleeps more
» Can’t recall events » Headache / pressure
prior to /after injury » Balance problems
> Repeats questions » Sensitivity to light and/
» Behaviors changes or noise

» Personality changes » Does not “feel right”
