Explanation:

Today we will explore rhyming words using a strategy called the
Rhyming Family House.

All the words that can live in each house

must rhyme.



You know that means they sound the same at the end. For example,
we know that if we have the “ig"” Family House

the words big, wig, pig, dig, and jig can live in it because they all
sound the same at the end. Words like mom a

nd dad cannot

live in the “ig” Family House because they do not rnyme with “ig.”

To help us identify and hear beginning sounds we will complete a
phonics sort. Changing beginning sounds in rhyming families

helps us learn to read new words. You are experts at this activity so |
know it will be “easy peasy” for you.

Tasks Resources

1.Lesson We love to read poems in class and talk about the words that rhyme. Rhyming is a great
Introduction reading strategy to help us learn how to read new words. Review the Little Bo Peep poem
you worked on yesterday. Remember we talked about the “eep” rhyming family. In the
poem we found 2 words that rhymes with “eep.” Whisper what they are...did you say peep
and sheep? Can you think of a new word or two that rhymes with “eep” and can live in the
“eep” family house?

3. Do: Look at this picture below of two Rhyming Family Houses. Read the name of each family.
One is the “at” family, and one is the “ed” family. Read the rhyming words that can live
in each house. Explain to mom or day or the person helping you the reason these words
can live in the house. Use your brain to think of 3 more words that can live in each house.
Say them out loud and then write them on a piece of paper. Sit up nice and tall and use
your best handwriting. See picture below:




4. Try:

Get your sort # from your Distance Learning Envelope. Complete the Reading/Writing
Sort by cutting out each picture carefully and gluing it under the correct category.

Since you have a little extra time working at home, focus on your cutting skills.

Cut a little slower and try to stay on the lines. You can cut half of the sorts and then

take a break. Your finished work will look super®&)

On a piece of paper, create 5 new Rhyming Family Houses. Start with a long rectangle

Learn: for the house, add a triangle roof, and a small rectangle for the chimney. You can add
grass, sky, and a sun if you want. Use your crayons and make a colorful picture.
You can pick the rhyming families. If you put the 5 rhyming houses on the same paper,
you have created a rhyming town.
Some suggestions for rhyming families are: ap, ot, up, un, et
Next, think of 3 or more words that can live in each house. Write the words in the house.
When you are finished read the words out loud that live in each Rhyming Family House.
Congratulations! You are a rhyming star!
6. Try: Find a rhyming book at home to read to your favorite stuffed animal. Dr. Seuss books
Extra are great rhyming books. You pick the location to read today. Your choice! Is there a
Practice special cozy spot you love inside or outside of your house?
