The Audition will consist of three parts.

4. Students must be prepared to play all major scales slurred with one bow per octave or with separate bows for each note.
5. The following octaves for major scales will be asked with no variation.

1. All students must be prepared to perform the following scales from memory. C, F, Bb, Eb, Ab, G, D, A, E
2. Major Scales must be performed to the following rhythm.

3. The minimum required tempo for all scales is Quarter Note = 120. Students may perform scales at a faster tempo if they so choose provided the 
tempo is steady.

2. Students must be prepared to play chromatic scales from memory.
