7. What group of people was blamed for the Plague in Germany?
8. Describe the areas spared by the Plague. Why do you think this occurred?

10. List and explain three signs that a person was infected with the Black Death.

11. List and explain at least two ways that people reacted to the Plague spreading.

Explain, in five sentences or less, what this person is revealing about the Plague.
