Each square below will represent one slide of the project. Each slide will contain:
· An image(with caption) on every slide, video clip ( on ONE of the slides) 
· Title on each slide summarizing the content
· Interview clip or typed response tied to your historical research. Be sure to use in-text citations.
· For powerpoints, your research should be bulleted phrases that you fully explain in your presentation.
· Music is also essential when creating a documentary to further enhance the power of your production. 

Important reminder:  You must be very clear and specific all throughout the project. Be very specific when explaining the contents of each slide!!
