This course offers students the opportunity to study major world events and issues beginning with the age of Global Encounters and the Renaissance (1500’s) to the present day. MARKING PERIOD GRADE BREAKDOWN
OPPORTUNITIES FOR SUCCESS (formerly known as tests)  35%


Every unit covered during this course will culminate with an opportunity for success .  Opportunities for success may include multiple choice, matching, true/false, short answer, and essay questions.  You will be notified several days in advance of an opportunity for success.  Major projects could also be counted as an opportunity for success grade.

ASSIGNMENTS   35%


The type of assignment and the accompanying point value will vary from assignment to assignment.  Homework and in-class assignments comprise a large portion of this category.  Completing your homework every night is necessary to ensure you fully comprehend the material covered in class.  Daily homework will be checked and graded on a random basis.  All homework packets will be collected and graded at the completion of a unit.  Occasionally a major project will be included in your assignment grade.  When this occurs, the project would count for a major portion of your assignment grade.  Assignments will not be accepted past the due date, except in cases of absence or other extenuating circumstances.

QUIZZES   15%


There will be periodic quizzes throughout the quarter.  You will either be notified in advance of a quiz, or the quiz may be unannounced.  Unannounced quizzes are usually utilized to check the completion of homework that is not to be collected.

BINDER  10%


You are required to have a 2-3-inch, three-ring binder for this class.  In this binder you are to have composition paper and sectional dividers.  The sections will be the units we cover.  During the course of a unit, you will be given various handouts, homework assignments, and notes.  These items will be assigned a letter and are to be filed alphabetically.  During every opportunity for success, binders will be collected to see if they are in order.  If you keep your binder in order, this will be an easy ten- percent for you to earn.  A complete binder is necessary to properly review for the final examination.  In addition to the individual units, your complete binder (properly divided and organized) will also be graded.  Organization equals success.  


“The Marco Option”—You may choose to carry a smaller 1” binder containing only general and current unit information to alleviate space concerns.  HOWEVER, if you choose this option, you are still expected to produce a complete binder for your final binder grade.

CLASS PARTICIPATION   5%


This five- percent is contingent on your participation and self control in class.  Like the binder, these are easy points to earn.  After each opportunity for success, you will be graded upon your class participation.  Every student begins each new unit with 100% for their C.P. grade.  Lateness to class, not following directions, sleeping, disregard of class procedure, etc. will all be grounds for deduction of points.  Translation—do what you are supposed to do when you are supposed to do it.
