THEORISTS POWER POINT PROJECT
Be sure to follow all the directions accurately.  Ask any questions as you go along, not the day the project is due.  DO NOT LOSE THIS PAGE, YOU MUST TURN IT IN WITH YOUR PROJECT AND REFLECTION.
Step 1:  Choose a group of 3 or 4 people.  There are to be only 6 groups.  Then choose one of the theorists listed on the bottom of the page, only one group can do each theorist, so have a back up choice just in case.  Sign up with the teacher for your chosen theorist.

Step 2:  Together, find and print/copy at least one article/book/other resource per person on your theorist.  Highlight, take notes and summarize your information for yourself either in the margins or on another paper.  You will have to turn in your research and notes.
Step 3:  Using your notes and resources, create an informative and engaging power point to teach the class all of your information.  DO NOT WRITE PARAGRAPHS/SENTENCES on the slides, you must be able to discuss the info without reading to us!!!  Make it visually appealing, interesting and informative.  Explain (NOT write on the slide) the main theory(ies) of your theorist in detail, including all aspects of the social, emotional, intellectual, and physical development of children.  Be sure to include the ages of the stages, a complete description of each stage and the positives and negatives of each stage.  On one of the last slides, write at least one conclusion about how you feel about the theory AND tell two ways you can apply it to a classroom or parenting setting.  Be sure to have a complete and accurate bibliography slide at the end, not just a list of websites; hyperlink all websites.  You must have your slide show on a flash drive to be downloaded or emailed to the teacher prior to your presentation.

Step 4:  Write 5 quality questions about your information to serve as quiz/test questions, and you must write the correct answers.  These are not to be yes/no, true/false types of questions.  After your presentation, these questions will be asked by you to assess student learning.  Turn these into the teacher before your presentation.
Step 5:  You will teach the class about your theorist.  You are the teacher for this, so be sure to have accurate information and an interesting presentation of it.  You may not simply read to the class, you must be able to discuss in the information and answer any questions the students, or the teacher, may have.  You may also create/use other visual aids or props to help teach your information.  Call on students for information and opinions to keep them involved.
Step 6:  After you present, each of you will write a separate reflection about how you think it went.  Include all of the following:  how you felt giving the presentation, what were the reactions of your students, how well you think you worked as a team and what you all did, how well you feel you taught the information, as well as how well you feel the students learned it.  This is due the day after your presentation.  You would earn your own grade for this, and it would be added to the team score.

	15 points:

Research includes at least 3 articles, summary and/or notes are detailed and complete.
	50 points:

Extremely well organized and detailed. Content presented very well visually.  NO slides were in sentence/ paragraph form. Pictures were appropriate for topics.  Bibliography was correct and complete.
	50 points: 

Presentation was engaging, interesting and discussed NOT read to audience at all from slides.  Students really knew information and were able to answer questions well.
	20 points:

Quiz questions were extremely well constructed, looking for more than basic yes/no questions.  Answers were complete.
	
	15 points

Great reflection of experience; well-written description; thoughtful and insightful.

	12 points:

Research includes 3 articles, summary and/or notes are somewhat detailed and complete.
	40 points:

Mostly well organized and detailed. Content presented well visually.  A few slides were in sentence/ paragraph form. Pictures were mostly appropriate for topics.  Bibliography was mostly correct and complete.

Presentation was interesting and discussed, some slides were read to audience.  Students knew information and were mostly able to answer questions.

	25 points:

Somewhat organized detailed. Content presented difficult to understand visually.  Most slides were in sentence/ paragraph form. Pictures were not appropriate for topics.  Bibliography was not correct and complete.
	25 points: 

Presentation was minimally interesting.   Most slides were read to audience, presenter could not discuss information.  Students minimally knew information and were minimally able to answer questions.

Quiz questions were not well constructed; most questions were basic yes/no questions.  Answers were partially complete or correct

Minimal reflection of experience; description not well written; minimally thoughtful or insightful.

	0-6 points:

Research, articles, summary and/or notes incomplete or not turned in at all.
	0-24 points:

PPT was not organized, very random, not well detailed. Content not presented well at all visually.  All slides were in sentence/ paragraph form. Pictures were not appropriate for topics.  Bibliography was not at all correct and complete. OR major parts were missing.
	0-24 points:

Presentation was not interesting.  All slides were read to audience.  Students really didn’t know information and were not able to discuss it or answer questions.
