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In 1931 Hugo Cabret is a 12-year-old boy living in the walls of the Paris Gare Montparnasse railway station, tending to the station's clocks. Previously raised by his widowed father (a museum worker) Hugo used to go to the movies and work on repairing an automaton with him. After the father’s death, Hugo is left in the care of his alcoholic uncle who teaches Hugo how to work the station’s clocks before disappearing. Hugo continues to maintain the clocks while seeking out a living by stealing food and supplies, fearing that if the vigilant Station Inspector were to discover Hugo, he would be turned over to an orphanage.
Hugo continues the work on the automaton with his/ his father’s notebook. When he is caught stealing by a bitter toymaker, Georges confiscates Hugo's father's notebook, and Hugo is forced to trail Georges to his home to retrieve it. There, he meets Georges' goddaughter, Isabelle who promises to help.  Finally, Georges lets Hugo earn his notebook back if he works for him every day to pay for all the items Hugo stole…
