· To apply the knowledge of film concepts, style, and analysis we have studied this marking period

· To develop and communicate unique, ORIGINAL (unaided by outside sources) insights regarding a film

· To offer exposure to a variety of films of significant cinematic merit
PROCESS:

· Choose clip from AFI or National Film Registry (see teacher website for links) and get permission slip signed

· Watch the film, choose a scene about 5 minutes in length, and submit initial ideas

· Submit scene notes on filmic techniques and develop thesis

· Return signed permission slip to view your classmates’ clips

· If you are using a DVD, bring it to class to double check timings on my DVD player

· Prior to presentation, upload your presentation to Canvas (if it won’t work, just email it to me)
· Present

WHAT YOU NEED for PRESENTATION DAY

· Submission:

· Powerpoint (on Canvas)

· Scene notes-print copy
· Approved thesis-print copy
· DVD or flashdrive scene for class viewing

· Essential credits slide
· A brief introduction to the film (summary of the film and its setting, primary characters, essential plot, events, etc., especially those leading up to your scene with a brief summary of your scene)

· Screencapped images from your scene and identification of devices and brief note on significance; you will elaborate and develop as you present (revisit my teacher page and models) (While you are focusing on a few key techniques, it’s okay to add a “P.S” about an essentially noteworthy technique, even if it isn’t part of your thesis)
· REMINDERS
· Display masterful understanding and analysis of the link between filmic style and narrative content, meaning, and purpose

· Include seamless, purposeful incorporation of film overview, scene, and presentation information

· Be thoughtful, insightful, organized, and reflective of your original abilities and cinematic knowledge

· Employ effective speaking techniques with attention to volume, inflection, eye contact, etc.

· If you are working with a partner, share speaking responsibilities
