5. An old sock- This will be used as an eraser so make sure it is one you  

don’t need anymore. (Please write your student’s name on sock) 

6. Pencil box-Hard plastic please! 

7. 24 sharpened pencils (yellow # 2 please.  The others are rough on our sharpeners) 

8. 2 boxes of 16-24 count box of crayons (Please write your student’s name on crayon 

boxes) 

9. 1 box of 12 count colored pencils. (Please write your student’s name on the box) 

10. 4 two-pocket folders (1 green, 1 yellow  2 red) (Please write your student’s name on 

each  

folder.) The hard plastic kind work best ☺ 

11. Headphones  (in a baggie with student’s name on it) 

12. 2 boxes of tissues 

13. A box of baby wipes 

14. Water color palette -8 color  

15. $2.00 cash or check (made out to Pine Run Elementary) for Scholastic News 

**Please put the crayons, glue, whiteboard markers, sock and glue 

sticks in a baggie with your child’s name on it.**
