Cell Division Movie Reel

Create a 5 block movie reel that illustrates a snapshot of each of the stages of cell division (prophase, metaphase, anaphase, telophase, and cytokinesis).  To create the illustrations, you may use yarn, pipe cleaners, markers, colored pencils, and colored paper.  On the bottom of each block, you must describe in complete sentences all of the events that are taking place during this stage.  Then each group will present their movie reel to the class by showing their illustrations and explaining one of the stages (Note: the teacher will assign each group one of the stages to present).
