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DIRECTOR'S NOTES

Pippin is a coming-of-age story most of us can relate to in one way or another,
which is probably why its popularity has been consistent for almost 50 years. With
music by Stephen Schwartz and book by Roger O. Hirson, Pippin first opened on
Broadway in 1972 and ran for almost 200 performances. The musical starred Ben
Vereen, John Rubenstein, and Irene Ryan, and was directed and choreographed by
the legendary Bob Fosse, who won the Tony Award that year for both Best Director
and Best Choreographer. Pippin was revived on Broadway in 2013, with the
addition of Cirque du’Soleil style acrobatic numbers, and starred Patina Miller,
Andrea Martin, and Matthew James Thomas. The revival won four Tony Awards
that year and has since enjoyed tremendous success as touring productions.

Pippin was one of the concept musicals popular in the late 1960s and 70s, alongside
A Chorus Line, Cabaret and Hair. These concept musicals, while still following a
linear progression throughout the show, focus more on the theme or message than a
traditional plot line. Pippin’s story is one of longing for a fulfilled life and the
journey to find it. He explores power, politics, debauchery, religion, art, and finally
suicide. But in the end, he chooses the less glamourous, but ultimately most
fulfilling, love and family. The role of the Leading Player and Players give this
musical a unique flavor and darkness. They urge Pippin, through this constructed
world of a circus built for your entertainment, to explore the darkest urges and
temptations. Through Pippin’s journey he has to reject the entire world the Leading
Player built in order to find his own way. Although this play was written years ago,
the themes of temptation, personal journey, coming of age, the importance of
family, are all just as relevant today. And it has not been lost on me that the timing
of this production (although chosen before the pandemic hit) has been particularly
profound.

Dr. Ohrt and I have been waiting to do this show for several years. As we both feel a
strong connection to this musical, we knew we needed to wait for the right cast. It is
a demanding show and requires leads who are true triple threats and an ensemble
that is equally as talented and focused. To say this cast has met that high bar we set
would be an understatement. Every single rehearsal with this cast has been exciting
and fulfilling. Again, the timing of this production, on the heels of a year of loss and
profound challenge for so many of us, is not lost on this cast and creative team. I
think there has been a new sense of joy in each rehearsal because we have all been
reminded there is never any promise of the future. I am humbled every rehearsal by
the maturity and commitment of these young actors who continue to give
everything they have and soak up the moments.

This year has been an extra challenge because of new protocols, concerns for safety,
and continual pivoting and making of contingency plans. We have all worked harder
than ever, but the team continues to be a source of inspiration and joy to me.
Suzanne, Cheri, Phoenix, Dr. Ohrt, Mr. Donovan - I couldn’t possibly thank you
enough. Alison, Sam, Jack, Sierra, Ryan, Ellie, Kiersten, Ella, Mackenzie and the
rest of the Harlequin Club – you are a bright shining star in my life and I love you all
madly! To get to direct and choreograph my favorite show during this year is
something I will be grateful for forever.
