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PM session. Kindergartners who attend the PM session will attend in the AM on Thursday, June 12
and their last day of school will be Friday, June 13 in the AM.

- All communication about your account status will be sent to the email address on file in Raptor.
Sign-up is required for both new and returning volunteers.

Clearances expire five years after approval, so please check your CBSD Volunteer card to make
sure yours are still current.
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Clearances are required for parents chaperoning field trips, volunteering for classroom parties, and
supporting other classroom and school events.
