Other than the elective area exams that are scheduled for June 2, 2025, students are not permitted to take
their final exams prior to the exam schedule dates on June 11" and 12", There are no exceptions to this
policy. Students that miss final exams due to vacations or other commitments must make arrangements to
take the exams they missed with their school counselor prior to the start of the new school year. Students are
only required to report to school on June 11* and 12* if they have a final exam. Students may arrive late or
upon completion of their exams may leave school for the day if they can provide their own transportation.

If their own transportation is not available on June 11® and 12®, students should remain at

CB West until 10:45 at which time district bus transportation will be available to bring students home.

When not scheduled for a final exam but present in school, all students must report and sign-in to a
supervised Study Hall in the Cafeteria on June 11* and June 12%.

MBIT students should continue to attend MBIT programs if they are not taking a final exam and

transportation is provided. PM MBIT students will be transported directly home from MBIT. June 13% is the
last day of MBIT for students that attend MBIT.

** CBW students are not permitted to visit other schools during the school day.
